OUTDOOR ENCLOSURE REQUIREMENTS

This appliance is considered to be installed outdoors if installed with 
shelter no more inclusive than:
1� With walls on all sides, but with no overhead cover;

Determining Minimum Mantel Clearance When Using a Hood
If minimum clearances in Figure 4, are not met, you must have a 
hood� When using a hood there are still certain minimum mantel 
clearances required� Follow minimum clearances shown in Figure 
5, when using hood�

INSTALLING DAMPER CLAMP ACCESSORY FOR VENTED

1� Apply pipe joint sealant lightly to male threads of the 1/2 NPT 
side of gas fitting elbow (provided) and connect to inlet side of 
gas control� Remove gas fitting from flexible gas hose (provided) 
before connecting to elbow (see Figure 9).

3� Mark screw locations through holes in front panel of base (see 

Figure 10, Page 9)� If installing in a brick-bottom fireplace, mark

For Massachusetts Residents Only: Installation of this gas log set
